The facility, 

formally the Stonington High School, is under a 

lease agreement with the town of Stonington.  We 

are governed by a term-limited Board of Trustees, 

consisting of local citizens, a student member and 

one selectman from each town that serve as an ex-

officio board member.  We run with part-time staff 

that depends on community volunteers to assist 

with our programs. We currently utilize the gymna-

sium, rooms and the entire building, housing the 

Island Pantry, General Store, thrift shop and the 

Bookstore. Through collaboration with many com-

munity organizations and individuals, we offer a 

variety of programming that enhance our local 

community and those that live here.
